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NORTH RIDGEVILLE — A
tremendous jumpstart by the
Buckeye boys bowling team
made all the difference as it
won Sunday’s Lorain County
Division I Sectional at
B r u n s w i c k
Zone.

The Bucks
rallied from 15
pins behind
after the three
regular games
to defeat St.
Edward 4,315-
4,303.

It’s the first time the Buckeye
boys have qualified for districts
after placing eighth and 19th in
their first two seasons.

Buckeye advances to the
Kent District at Twin Star Lanes
on Feb. 25.

“I’m pleasantly surprised,”
coach Nancy Tinney said. “I was
only hoping to finish in the top
six. The boys really pulled it
through and performed out-
standing.”

Medina County had more
reasons to celebrate.

Brunswick senior Kaitie Bator
defended her girls title with a
636 series. She held off Amherst
senior Kayla Thompson (607).

Sophomore Zack Diaz led the
Buckeye boys with a 673 series,
which was third in the tourna-
ment behind Vermilion’s Adam
White (729) and Olmsted Falls’
Jack Sullivan (697).

“Today means everything,”
Diaz said. “We haven’t been the
greatest Baker team lately, so

today feels good. I’m really
speechless.”

Buckeye took the lead from
St. Edward in the fourth Baker
with a 213. The Eagles answered
with only a 178 to give the Bucks
a 3,899-3,896 lead.

St. Edward went back in front
after the fifth Baker
(4,100-4,091), but Buckeye
came back with a 224

The Bucks averaged 202.2 for
their six Baker games, which
was more than 11 pins above its
season average.

“It’s the seniors’ last time,”
Diaz said. “The better we can
do, the better it is for them.”

Junior Brandon Butcher
(635), senior Cory Schultz (631)
and junior Tyler Bogus (612) fin-
ished 17th, 21stand 29th.

“It’s amazing. What a way to
finish out senior year by going to
districts for the first time,” said
Schultz, who has collegiate offers
from Morehead State and Notre
Dame College. “We were hungry.
We wanted to make it in the worst
way. We knew that if we stayed
clean in Baker we got first.”

Diaz led the way, bowling 76
pins over average. Butcher was
47 pins over average and Bogus
was 15 over.

“The key was simple,” said
Bogus. “We needed to beat
every team that had a chance to
finish in front of us.”

Bator’s efforts were key in
helping the Brunswick girls
advance to districts for the
fourth year in a row.

“I could have bowled better,
but we all bowled good enough,”
Bator said. “We didn’t know

whether or not we were going to
make it out of here or not so it’s
definitely a good feeling.”

Amherst defended its girls
title with 3,669 pins. North Olm-
sted (3,506), Vermilion (3,463)
and Brunswick (3,295) rounded
out the qualifiers. The nearest
challenger to the Blue Devils
was Firelands, which finished
145 pins back.

Junior Dani Michetti of
Brunswick had the sectional’s
No. 6 series with a 562. Fresh-
man Mikayla Baker was 32nd as
she rolled 450.

Sophomore Chrissy Nichols
led the Buckeye girls with a 503
series and was 21st. Senior Mor-
gan Hawk was 44th with 420,
while Black River senior Emily
Mosher was 22nd with 499.

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COLUMBIA STATION — Buckeye
didn’t have the greatest dual meet
season in the Patriot Athletic Confer-
ence, going 3-2 in the Stars Division.

However, the Bucks turned that
into ancient history
Saturday at the PAC
Wrestling Tourna-
ment.

Bolstered by a 7-0
performance in the
championship round,
including 3-for-3 in
first-place matches,
Buckeye rallied from
a 1.5-point deficit to

eclipse Stars Division dual meet
champion Keystone and win the tour-
nament 140-127.5.

“In the finals, they finally came
around,” said first-year Bucks coach
Tim Maxworthy, who also took the
PAC Coach of the Year Award. “They
knew the team championship was out
there, and we needed to give every-
thing we had to grab it. That’s exactly
what they did.

“I told them, ‘The team champi-
onship’s right there. Go get it.’ They
took care of business and got it.”

The Wildcats, who went 10-0 during
the regular season, were bolstered by
the Spangler twins becoming just the
third and fourth four-time individual
champions in the PAC’s seven-year
history, joining Clearview’s Jon Bill
and Wellington’s Justin Bockmore.
However, it wasn’t enough for them to

earn the clean sweep of PAC team
titles.

Buckeye won its third PAC Tourna-
ment championship, adding this
year’s trophy to the ones won in 2009
and 2010. The Bucks and Black River
(4 titles) are the only schools to claim
team trophies.

Alex Sherman (160), Jake Thayer
(170) and Tyler Carrow (220) all
claimed individual championships,
tying Keystone for most champions
with three.

They were joined by David Stepp
(113), Stefon Inman (120), Anthony
Kisiday (138) and Danny Inman (145)
as placers. The latter four all won their

respective matches for third place.
Of the seven wins in the final

round, three were by pin and two
were by major decision.

“The seniors on this team came in
and did what they were supposed to
do,” Maxworthy said. “The Inman
brothers have really stepped it up in
the last couple of weeks. They really
started to put together some good
seasons for us.

“It’s really nice, but especially for
the kids. For the kids to bring home
the conference title, especially after
not performing as well as they would
have liked last year, I think it really
speaks volumes in their character and

how far they’ve come from the begin-
ning of the season to the end.”

The key win of the three individual
championships was Thayer’s at 170.
The senior pinned Keystone fresh-
man Jacob Worthington in 1:05 to
thwart any chance of a Wildcats’
championship.

“I knew I had to go, I had to get
bonus points there,” Thayer said. “I
had to get a major, a tech, a pin, that’s
the best you can do. You can’t cele-
brate the (big) win unless you go out
there and win it.”

Sherman got the ball rolling in the
championship parade, scoring a 10-1
major decision victory over Colum-
bia’s Roman Waked.

“I think it went pretty well,” Sher-
man said. “My last match could have
went a little bit better, but it ended
with me winning, so it was good. I’m
pretty proud of what I did.

“The finals went as well as you
could hope. Nobody lost. We weren’t
mentioned in the papers or anything
as a favorite to win, so to come in as
an underdog and win this tourna-
ment is a big thing.”

Carrow put the exclamation point
on Buckeye’s dominating round with
a pin of Black River’s Terry Sas in 1:17.

Black River, which finished sixth
with 99 points, had individual cham-
pions in Sebastian Vidika (106) and
defending state placer Mike Hozan
(113).

The Pirates had a chance for three
champions in a row to start the event,
but Spencer White, despite leading at

the time, was pinned by Brooklyn’s
Lewis Roginsky in 4:50 in the
120-pound final.

Vidika scored a 13-3 major decision
over Fairview’s Matt Wallace, while
Hozan pinned Lutheran West’s Bryce
Deblock in 3:52 to become a two-time
PAC champ.

Sas gave the Pirates four finalists.
Dillon White (fourth, 126) made it five
PAC placers for Black River.
